Selection Criteria for the RIPA Initiative

All projects must meet mandatory criteria. These will be used in the assessment process.
Additionally, other criteria will be used when considering a project. These are listed below.

Mandatory criteria

1. The proposed project have previously been included in the Action Plans (APs)
presented by the RYC member. Proposals for projects outside the APs presented
maybe considered with an additional note explaining the circumstances for not
including that activity in the AP. &

2 Availability of a project proposal clearly specifying: objectives and expected results;
concrete activities with dates (s) and venues(s); coherence between budget and
described activities; evaluation, documentation and division of responsibilities and
tasks among persons and partners.

3 Project proposal must follow the format/template provided by CYP RCCA for the
purpose

4, The proposal shall address a significant area of focus in each of the CYP programme
areas thatis YESL, YWET and GDYN that directly contributes to youth and national
development.

5. The proposal shall either be an activity within an ongoing project or a stand alone
activity.

6. Proposed project must clearly demonstrate the PAYE object(s) it intends to meet.

7. Objectives oriented towards specific youth development issues or problems within the
country of original currently, priority will be given to projects addressing HIV/AIDS,
Conflict resolution and peace building.
