1. Briefly describe on going youth initiatives in your country in regard to addressing the following themes and Commonwealth mandates;

a) Youth mainstreaming

b) Youth and peace building

c) Respect and Understanding

d) Policy and Action plan development

e) Youth employment

f) Young people’s participation in development  processes (including RYC engagements)

g) Professionalisation of youth work
Please link progress of the above initiatives to specific qualitative and quantitative indicators identified in the Commonwealth Plan of Action for Youth Empowerment (PAYE) 2007 – 2015.
2. Following on your presentation above (a – g), please identify 2 themes or Commonwealth mandates whose implementation processes have worked well
3. In order of priority identify 2 major areas listed under 1. above that your country would need support in its implementation within this Strategic period.
In addition member countries should prepare a full report on the same to share with delegates as well as the Meeting secretariat. The full report should include a brief of the situation of Youth development in the country to include,

a) Status of the National Youth Policy and other national inclusive policies that have integrated youth issues

b) Status of the National Youth Plan(s) of Action and other youth development relation plans

c) Status of the national Youth council or other Youth representative body(ies)

The information will further be deliberated on during the discussion segment of the session and will assist both individual member countries and CYP RCA to identify strategic areas of collaboration.
